WSU professor receives award for excellence
	 Assistant professor Dr. Lisa 
Kenyon was awarded the President’s 
Award for Excellence: Early Career 
Achievement from Wright State 
University.
	 An expert in the field of biology 
education, Lisa Kenyon joined the 
Department of Biological Sciences as 
an assistant professor in 2005.
	 “Her specialty might be called 
developmental scientific epistemol-
ogy—that is, how do elementary age 
children come to have an understand-
ing of the nature of science and to 
apply that way of knowing to their 
view of the world,” said department 
chair David Goldstein. “Lisa is pas-
sionate about this subject. She has a 
deep-seated commitment to instilling 
scientific reasoning skills in school-
children and to understanding how 
those skills develop so that she can 
teach others how to impart them.”
	 Kenyon established a research 
program involving teachers in the 
Beavercreek, Fairborn and Oakwood 

school districts to implement and ana-
lyze curricula that promote scientific 
modeling. To support that research, 
Kenyon and a team of collaborators 
at nationally prominent institutions 
received funding from the National 
Science Foundation.
	 “This work represents the leading 
edge of research in the field, at a time 
when engagement in the ‘knowledge 
economy’ is of highest priority,” said 
Goldstein.
	 To implement some of these 
ideas, Kenyon secured funding from 
the Ohio Board of Regents to support 

professional development programs 
for in-service teachers, including 
summer workshops and follow-up 
training and studies. Kenyon has also 
been involved with selecting teachers 
for the new Dayton Regional STEM 
School and has worked with these 
teachers to develop the school’s cur-
riculum.
	 Inside her own classroom, Kenyon 
trains tomorrow’s elementary school 
teachers with the same passion and 
enthusiasm she has for teaching sci-
ence. In a recent evaluation, one 
student described Kenyon as a “great 
role model for what a teacher should 
be.” Another student said, “Teachers 
like Kenyon make me interested in 
science and want to teach it.”
	 Dr. Kenyon is a resident of 
Oakwood.
