Group members Carrie Henry, Melissa Hutton,
Christie Conneca, Trish Klingensmith and Kathy Judy participated in the construction activity. Kathy Judy, coordinator for POSSSIE, stated that the Oakwood volun-
teers mainly worked on finishing drywall. Although most did not have prior experience, the general contractor Melody McBride provided excellent instruction, and the
volunteers not only ended up providing a useful service, they also learned some new skills to use in their own homes. “We were tired at the end of our shift, but we all
felt enriched by having the opportunity to participate in such a great project,” Kathy reported.
